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Requirements for In-Home Providers

Effective October 1, 2006

[image: image2.wmf]Certification in First Aid and CPR

· Current providers have 9 months to get certification in first aid and CPR
· New providers must have FA/CPR certification prior to start
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4 Hours of Skills Training Annually

· Current providers, assistants, and substitutes have 12 months to complete annual training
· New providers must complete annual training within 12 month of start
· Training must relate to Child health, Child safety, or Child development (training on local department policies or financial requirements will not meet training requirement)
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· Current providers, assistants, substitutes, volunteers, and any adult living in home must have Criminal History and Child Protective Service background checks that have been completed within the past 3 years, then must renew every 3 years* after

· New providers, assistants, substitutes, volunteers, and any adult living in home must have Criminal History and Child Protective Service background checks completed prior to start, then must renew every 3 years* after (unless break in provider’s child care participation, then background checks must be renewed)
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· All providers, current and new, must have a Health and Safety checklist completed, please call 757-229-7940 to schedule
· Health and Safety checklists are valid for 3 years*
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· Operating legally according to Code of VA
· Obtain local business license
· Afford staff and local department staff unlimited access when one or more subsidy children in care
